	1. Speaking task:  The student will participate in  a role-play with the examiner to make an inquiry about a job opening (BL) OR, the student will participate in a job interview (BH-A) 

2. Writing task: The student will complete a modified (BL, BH) or authentic (IL-A) job application form using information about a fictitious person provided by the examiner.

	  2. Interact with the local school system regarding children’s education (# 13)

Beginning Low to Advanced
	1. Speaking task:  The student will participate in role-play with the examiner to report a child’s absence to the school.(BL-A)

2. Speaking task: The student will participate  in a role-play with the examiner in a simulated parent-teacher conference  (BL-A)

3. Writing task:  The student will write a note to a child’s teacher (BL-A) or to one’s own teacher about an absence. (IL-A)

	3. Identify effective ways to safeguard families and homes (#7)

Beginning Low to Advanced
	1. Speaking task: The student will participate in  a  role- play with the examiner  in a simulated phone  call to report a crime or other emergency (BL-A)

2. Writing task: The student will complete an authentic (IL-A) or simplified (BL, BH) DMV accident report form.  

	  4. Locate, analyze, and describe job requirements, including licenses, credentials, etc. needed for specific jobs. (#32)

Intermediate High to Advanced
	1. Writing task: the student will complete a chart comparing three occupations. The chart will include information found on suggested Internet sites such as job description, job requirements, current job outlook, salary, and future trends. (IL-A)((Note: This task requires at least 2 hours of computer lab time.)
2. Writing task: The student will write an essay based on the research conducted on a career of choice (IH-A).                                                         



	5.  Access local and state agencies that specialize in immigrants’ rights and orientation to the new culture (#19)
Intermediate Low to Advanced
	1.    Speaking task (oral interview):  The student will be presented with two pictures depicting immigration-related issues and will respond to questions from the examiner about the rights/responsibilities and available services related to each situation.(IL-A)
2.    Writing task: the student will be presented with three pictures depicting immigrant related needs and will complete a chart identifying an appropriate local agency and details about contact information and services for each need. The students will be provided with a directory of agencies/services to complete the task.


	6. Identify educational opportunities and research education/ training required to achieve a personal goal.  (# 14) 

Beginning High to Advanced
	1. Writing task:  The student will write 1 paragraph (BH-IL), a 2- paragraph composition (IH), or a 4 - paragraph essay (Advanced) about a personal goal and the educational resources that can be used to achieve the goal.
2. Writing task: Students will scan the current San Diego Community College Continuing Education Class Schedule and write short answers to questions about the information provided (BH-IH) or create a chart showing information about three classes of interest (Advanced)                                                              

	7. DMV- Read, interpret, and identify legal response to driving regulations, roadside signs/signals, traffic stops, and traffic citations. (#12)

Beginning Low to Advanced
	1.  The student will identify and demonstrate understanding of regulatory/warning signs and signals. Task increases in difficulty according to level.(BL-A)

2.  Speaking Task: The student will participate in a role- play of a traffic stop. The student will play the role of the driver and the examiner will play the role of the police officer. (BL-A)

3. Reading/writing task: The student will read and interpret a traffic citation.  (BH-A)

	8.  Communicate with Health Professionals  (# 28)

Beginning Low to Advanced
	1. Speaking task: The student will participate in a role-play with the examiner in a  simulated  telephone call to make an appointment with a doctor.(BL-A)

2.  Listening task (TPR): The student will respond to instructions from a health professional (roll up your sleeve, make a fist, etc.)  (BH-A)

3. Speaking task:  The student will participate in a role-play with the examiner in a simulated consultation with the doctor (IL-A)

4. Speaking/Reading Task: The student will respond to questions from the examiner about information written on a prescription or medicine label.  (BL-A)

	9. Answer questions about the history of the United States. (#40)
Intermediate Low to Advanced
	1. Speaking task: the student will present a mini-oral report about a significant person or event in U.S. history. Report may be an oral presentation to the class, small group or one-to-one with the examiner. IL, IH students may present information in response to guided questions from the examiner. 
2. Speaking task: the student will answer questions presented by the examiner related to important people and events in U.S. history 

3. Writing task: the student will write three level-appropriate dictation sentences related to lessons they have studied.
